How can | help at home?

Talk! Talk about anything you see or
your child experiences. This helps them
to develop their knowledge and their
vocabulary.

Independence - please allow your
child/ren to take off and put on their own
coats, shoes and wellies. We aim for
them to be able to do this before they go
into Reception (or sooner, if possible!)

Topic:

We will continue to work on children
being happy and settled and being
familiar with routines. Our topic this
half-term is ‘People who help us’ and
‘Spring/Easter’. We will continue to
learn about the seasons and compare
spring to what we learned about in
autumn/winter.

Our topic this term is people who help
us. We will learn about people who
help us at home and in school as well
as in the wider community.

We will read lots of stories and sing
lots of rhymes linked with this topic.
We will learn to be independent in our
learning; sharing and taking turns with
our friends.
