 Maths:  
Building on from our place value to 20 unit before 
half term we will be learning addition and 
subtraction within 20. Children will explore addition 
by counting on from a given number within 20. They 
will then explore doubles and near doubles before 
subtracting using number bonds, counting back and 
finding the difference. 

 
       

Design & Technology: This term we 
will be learning how to prepare food 
safely and hygienically. We will be 
exploring many fruits and vegetables 
using our senses.We will then design 
fruit skewers/kebabs, make them and 
then evaluate our designs.
