English: We will be reading a variety of non- 
fiction texts about the Romans for research 
purposes and using

thief’. Children will 
write their own version 
of this as their final 
piece of writing. They 
will also write across all 
other subjects and 
write a set of 
instructions to make a mechanism. 

 Storytime / RfP: The 
children will continue to use 
our weekly ‘book tasting’ 
sessions to select books for 
themselves to read for 
pleasure and bring home. 
They will also continue to 
read our new range of 
exciting books as part of 
their taught group reading 
sessions. Alongside a whole class text ‘The land 
of Roar’. 

 Maths: We will be focusing on: 

• Length & Perimeter 

• Fractions 

• The 3x, 4x, 6x and 8x tables 

Please support your child to practise 
their Times Tables at home. They 
can access Times Tables Rock stars 
using their log in.  
 
We will also be continuing to use the NCTEM mastering 
number programme to support the children in developing 

fluency in multiplication and division facts, and a confidence and flexibility with number. 

       

French: Je peux ….. (I am able to….) - In this 
unit pupils will learn 10 familiar activities that 

they are able or 
are not able to do 
in French.  

 RE: Why are festivals important to Religious 

communities? This unit enables children to 

learn about different religious and spiritual 
ways of life shown through festival and 
celebration. It will explore Holi in Hinduism, Eid 
ul Fitr in Islam, Easter in Christianity and Pesach 
in Judaism.
