Music: This half-term, we will be
learning how to read music and play
simple tunes on the recorder.

Science: Our focus this half-term
will be on animals, including
humans. We will be learning all
about the important role played by
teeth, then about the workings of
the digestive system — things could
get a bit mucky! This scientific
learning will also support the
children’s work in English in the
second part of the half-term.

PE:

* Tuesday & Friday *
We will be developing our fitness and
cricket skills on Tuesdays - please have
spare shoes in case we are outside and
get muddy. On Fridays, we will be
doing Yoga inside.

Geography: We will be studying the
main features of cities, focusing on York.
We hope that this will include visiting
York to see the features first-hand and
also to study the River Quse to support
our earlier work on rivers.

PSHE: We will be building on our
knowledge of how to be a valued
member of the community. We will
look at diverse communities and
develop our understanding of the
terms ‘racism, prejudice and
discrimination’.

Computing: We will finish our work
on programming before starting to

look at the use of sensors in a data

logger to collect information.

French: We will continue to practise
previously learnt vocabulary, while
introducing names of fruits and how to
say which we do and don’t like. We’'ll
begin to focus more on written, as well
as spoken, language.
